Panel wants fuel taxes hiked to fund highways
Federal commission urges increase until government devises another wayaoqudotic roads.

A 50% increase in gasoline and diesel fuel taxdseiag
urged by a federal commission to finance highway
construction and repair until the government cameap
with another way for motorists to pay for using [b
roads. The National Commission on Surface
Transportation Infrastructure Financing, a 15-membe
panel created by Congress, is the second groupyéarato
call for higher fuel taxes. With motorists drivihgss and
buying less fuel, the current 18.4 cents a gallas tgx and
24.4 cents a gallon diesel tax fail to raise enotegkeep
pace with the cost of road, bridge and transit Eog.

In a report expected in late January, members ef th
infrastructure financing commission say they wilige
Congress to raise the gas tax by 10 cents a galidrthe
diesel fuel tax by 12 to 15 cents a gallon. Atshene time,
the commission will recommend tying the fuel tatesato
inflation. The commission will also recommend thttes
raise their fuel taxes and make greater use ofdalils and
fees for rush-hour driving.

President-elect Barack Obama has expressed coalgeut

The finag
commission thinks the long-term solution is a ndlea
based revenue system. While details have not beeket
out, such a system would mean equipping every ne
truck with a device that uses global positioning sate
and transponders to record how many miles the leehir
been driven, the type of roads and time of day.atie
and installation of such a system would take ahbtl
years.

Moore said commission membesgre initially concerne
that using technology to track driving might vi@atrivers
privacy, but they've been assured that such amysteilc
be designed to prevent vehicles from being "tracky
some Big Brother-ish way."

Whether or not you suppardjtrey of this package | think
that all of us in ASHE should be grateful for the new funds proposeddaimsportation and we should take a
few minutes to thank those Representatives that supported this\bille we are thanking them we can also
ask them to work hard to quickly rectify any differences withSkeate bill so that we can get this money dis-
tributed and we can get back to work building our roads and bridges. ¥Walscause this opportunity to re-
mind your Representative that reauthorization of the Highway Tumsl I5 just around the corner and that we
need a strong, long-term solution to maintain the momentum of thalgs package. If your Representative
didn’t support the bill you should still contact him/her regardingtteaization and to let him/her know that
we will put the transportation dollars to good use.

After you are done thanking your Representative, please takeradesvminutes to contact your Senators and
let them know that you support more funding for transportation. Tell them that&véillion spent on trans-
portation infrastructure projects creates 35,000 jobs — almost enghy ene them right here in America. Re-
mind them that the improved roads and bridges also help support evergaattoerof the economy resulting
in a rate of return of more than 5:1. Explain that we are r&ady with more 5,000 projects nationwide
worth more than $64 billion (creating more than 2.2 million Amerijcéns). Finally, ask your Senators to
support immediate AND long term new funding for transportation. Askntto work with the House to en-
sure that the final economic stimulus package contains enough duttdaddress our immediate needs and
also ask them to start working toward passing a strong reauticomizd the Highway Trust Fund this sum-
mer.

Please take advantage of
this opportunity to help yourself and all of America.
