RESOLUTION ON TRANSPORTATION FUNDING IN NEW JERSEY

About ASHE

With the implementation of the National System of Intersasie Defense Highway Act of 1956 it was recog-
nized that such a program could only be consummated by the integrat¢sl @flll persons associated with the
highway industry. This led to the formation of the American &gcof Highway Engineers (ASHE). The
members of ASHE include representatives from contractors, cimgsetigineers, government agencies, materi-
als producers, utility companies and other highway related gradbps.membership is open to all contributors
to the planning, design, construction and maintenance of our highway systems.

The Mission of ASHE is to provide a forum for members and partwfetise highway industry that supports
education, innovation and fellowship; promoting a safe and efficient highwansfat mobility now and in the
future. Critical elements of our Mission include the fosteoh@n understanding of the value of our highway
system to the quality of life and to the economy of the countrythiSend ASHE seeks to support the need for
adequate transportation funding.

The Issue

New Jersey is facing a serious shortfall in transportatiadifg while struggling with a monumental State defi-
cit. Governor Corzine attempted to address both fiscal issulsisiambitious asset monetization plan. Al-
though his plan was met with stiff opposition from the public antien_egislature, the Governor is to be com-
mended for raising the public awareness of the true serissisfiche problem. Other Legislators are now com-
ing forward with alternative solutions and a sincere dialogue has ensued.

ASHE is not a proponent or detractor of the various new proposéte Governor’s early attempt to solve the
fiscal problems facing this State. In principle we suppguetdffort to solve the shortfall in transportation fund-
ing while reducing the State deficit. As a State and Ndtimmnization and, in accordance with our Mission,
ASHE supports what we feel are the essential ingredientedeae any program adopted to fully fund the trans-
portation program in New Jersey.

New Jersey’s highway infrastructure is deterioratingefagtan the current level of investment can sustain
(as reported in the New Jersey Blue Ribbon Commission Rejpertutrent Draft FY 2009-2018tatewide
Capital Investment Strategy and the American Society af Engineer’'s Report Card on the New Jersey’s
Infrastructure).

New Jersey’s transportation funding mechanisms (state andifedesrtaxes, toll revenues) are not indexed
to inflation and do not realize the year-to-year growth (throngieased  ( ( <
(

In recent years, the level of inflation for highway constarchas significantly outpaced the base rate of
inflation, further eroding the purchasing power of the transportationftnug and the toll authorities.

The current Federal Highway Funding Act, SAFETEA-LU, expires at the enedefrd Fiscal Year 2009.
New Jersey’s Transportation Trust Fund Act expires at the end of Steté Fear 2011.

It is estimated that by 2011, the entire annual revenue collectadtie New Jersey Motor Fuels tax will be
allocated to debt repayment and no new investments can be made.



ASHE's Position

ASHE believes that any proposed solution to the shortfall in dagey’s transportation funding must meet the follow-
ing criteria:

Require that all proceeds collected from future revenue esui®. user fees) be constitutionally dedicated for
transportation infrastructure in order to restore public trust iffthesportation Trust Fund.

Require that future revenue sources be indexed to the Consumer Price Inger (@ddr to account for inflation.
Require a fiscally responsible limit on debt that can be incurred.

Require that future funding resources be increased to a level greater tRamst@ined Investment Targets recom-
mended in the FY 2009-2018 Statewide Capital Investment Strategy

ASHE's position is resolute that increased revenues must leeteallto reduce deficiencies in New Jersey’s transporta-
tion infrastructure and maintain the system in a Statoofd Repair. The eligibility for matching Federal transportation
funding is contingent on New Jersey demonstrating a solvent, reliable tratispdiinding mechanism is in place.

A well-funded, stable Transportation Trust Fund is essettiataintaining the health of New Jersey's economy now
and into the future and to improving the quality of life for N@&svsey’s citizens. It is the obligation of the Statgik-
lature to make this happen now.
