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November Meeting Summary 
 
Our November 12th joint meeting with the American Society of Engineers North Jersey Branch had an excellent turnout 
by the members of our industry who wanted to hear more about the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Traffic 
Mitigation Guidelines. 
 
We would like to thank Mr. Lee Steiner of the New Jersey Department (NJDOT) of for his presentation of this very im-
portant topic. With 28 years of experience in the area of Traffic Control Safety at the NJDOT, Lee provided us with an 
overview on the FHWA Work Zone Safety and Mobility Final Rule, as well as some strategies in implementing these 
measures into real life projects. 

The presentation stressed the importance of evaluating and integrating constructability and Traffic Mitigation measures 
early in the development of a project, in order to help identify potential problems before that are encountered during 
construction. Traffic Mitigation decisions are, by necessity, made on case-by-case basis. The traffic mitigation strategies 
selected for a project will be determined by the characteristics of the project and the site in which it will be located. The 
primary purpose of a Traffic Mitigation program is to maintain an acceptable level of traffic flow and minimize travel 
delay experienced by motorist during construction. This is accomplished by reducing the volume of traffic through the 
construction area, reducing the duration of construction, and/or increasing the efficiency with which traffic flows 
through the area. 

An added benefit to the meeting was that the presentation qualified for One (1.0) Professional Development Hour 
(PDH) of continuing education for attendees with a New York State P.E. license.
